The course
will also help students to develop their art virtue and enable them to build up the foundat
ion of art criticism as well as to expand their art intelligence through the teaching activi
ties. Moreover, this course will help students understand the relations between art and life
and further improve their life quality and meaning of the life. This course will underscore
the following aspects: (a) to see the meaning and characteristics of art from its origin an
d development; (b) to look at art activities from the essence of artists’ creations; (c) to
see the art performance and content from the material and form of artwork; (d) to appreciate
the artwork and to cultivate the experiences of beautiful art; (e) to look at the experienc
es of art and life from the development of eastern and western art; (f) to study the relatio
nship between art and life to enhance.

The course is structured in a dual spir
al manner, with theory serving as the g
uide and demonstrated by the instructor
In the following weeks, students will
engage in research and practical train
ing individually and in groups. Through
presentations and self-media exhibitio
ns, they will reinforce their ability t
o express themselves in a two-way cycli
c direction.
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By working individually and in small gr
oups, students will fulfill the require
ments of the course. They will support

each other and explore the core element
s of the topics in both theory and prac
tice. Through the implementation of pra
ctical tasks, they will enhance both in
dividual and teamwork capabilities.

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This course starts with an exploration of self-awareness through aesthetics, using self-port
raiture as the subject matter, and delves into the evolution of the aesthetic appeal of self
-portraits throughout art history, thereby understanding the basic framework of Western art
history (medieval, Renaissance, Baroque, and post-Impressionism). Subsequently, students wil
1 engage in campus sketching to understand the relationship between space, human existence,

n and aesthetics. The midterm exam will utilize ChatGPT as a tool, employing collaborative wri
ting exercises to explore potential answers to cultural and artistic topics. The midterm exa
m, following the school schedule, will be a closed-book written test with questions derived
from collaborative writing exercises.
After the midterm, the course will transition into another cycle focusing on the impact of t
echnological advancements on artistic production, such as curatorial exercises, Al-assisted
creation, and analysis of music video aesthetics. The course will guide students in explorin
g contemporary existential challenges and self-healing techniques through practical artistic
practices, aligning with the creative power of art to strengthen students’ abilities in sel
f-exploration and growth in both art and life.
